When buying a new set or just replenishing your already existing oil (water
soluble) or acrylic color supply, avoid toxins!

1. Look for water soluble and mixable oil colors.

2. Please don’t bring into class turpentine, petroleum solvents or any
cleansing liquids. Both acrylic and water soluble and mixable oil
colors are to be washed with water and soap.

Beginners: For the first class if you are painting with water soluble oil or
acrylic colors, you will need the following:

Colors: Red, blue, and yellow.

Bonding: Water soluble and mixable oil and acrylic paints are bonding with
water.

Brushes: Made of natural bristles. For example, size 4, 6 & 8 (bring two or
more).

Supports: Canvas, boards etc. Please bring two pieces of your choice
